According to the Decision No.0354/QD-BCT dated 20th January 2009 of the Minister of Industry and Commerce on approval of the 2008 National Promotion Trade Program “MARKET SURVEYING, TRADING IN HOLLAND – U.K AND FRANCE” presided over by Vietnam Pepper Association.

Schedule of trade promoting trip :
· 09/102009 : Depart for U.K
· 12/10/2009 : 
VPA delegation in co-operation with Vietnam Trade Office in UK hold a meeting with the present of Mr Tran Quang Hoan – Vietnam ambassador, Mr An The Dung, trading counselor and many other business partner in food industry of UK. Inspite of  the fervent interaction and instruction of Vietnam Trading Counselor with the UK department of trade and industry to invite for participants, but, due to small number of companies in pepper import, export and processing so that there were not many participants as expected. However, the meeting had a lot of useful exchange in information about the potential of pepper industry.     

- 13/10/2009

The VPA delegation visited Restaurant Show 2009 in UK. This show is mainly about food stuff, spices, food processing methods and sample models of restaurants. This was also a new business for Vietnam companies.

- 14/10/2009

Vietnam Delegation had a visit and meeting with Vietnam Trade Counselor in Holland. Both sides exchange information on export situation in Holland. Vietnam Trade Office is willing to be a conjunction for companies to develop business in Holland.  
Later, VPA delegation visited Catz International in Rotterdam, a member of VPA. This is a company on trading agricultural products, spice and foodstuff, established in 1856 in Holland with branches in U.S, Padang, Macassar, Teluk Petung, Vietnam… Vietnam delegation received very warm welcome. Both sides exchanged a lot of useful information  on pepper industry, markets, trading methods and solved difficulties in trading.
- 15/10/2009

With the help of Vietnam Trade Office in Holland, VPA delegation were able to visit a commodity quality inspecting company, Sillier Group Corporation. This company was founded in 1967 and it is a member of Merieux-Alliance Entreprise. Sillier is approved to be an international quality inspecting company with over 48 office in 13 countries : Australia, Belgium, Canada, China, France, Italy, Mexico, Netherland, Poland, Singapore, Spain, Switzerland and U.S. VPA delegation also has a close observation of labs testing of samples on methods of biologym chemistry, microbiology. This is also a chance for company to interact and discuss on quality of export commodity.   

-16/10/2009

The delegation visited spice processing factory of Sreinweg Handelsveem in Rotterdam with high tech and modern processing line
Later, VPA delegation had a meeting with “Export Promoting for developing countries” organization. Both sides exchange a lot on aid project of training on production, financial, managing skill. This is also a initial step to set up business with Holland partners.  

Moreover, there was also a meeting on Rotterdam river of VPA with business partners, sponsored bu Nedspice and Amberwood. This is also a good chance for companies to meet their partners and find more potential customers on supplying channel of spice into supermarkets systems in many countries.

- 19/10/2009

VPA has a meeting with Vietnam Trade Office in France. Both sides discuss about advantages and disadvantages in exporting into this market. At the same time, Vietnam trade office in France also suggested the best ways to contact and marketing as well as methods to set up business strategy for France. 
Later, with the help and arrangement of Vietnam Trade office in France, VPA had a chance to meet the French Spice Association on exchanging and discussing matters of production quantity, export quantity, the carry-over stack and main pepper planting area of Vietnam for future co-operation.

CONCLUSIONS ON THE TRIP :

During this trip, although there are many assistance from Vietnam Trade Offices in preparation, contacting to local enterprises and VPA ourselves trying our best to advertise to attract more attendants, due to the specific characteristics of customers in these two markets, the result of the meeting didn’t meet our expectation.
However, the trip has met all the request and contents of a Trade Promoting Trip :
- Introducing about Vietnam pepper industry to the above markets. 
- Creating an opportunity for Vietnam company to contact with potential customers. The trip also let all the members to survey and visit modern, seft-contain processing system from material and diversified products and labs in testing and appraising  quality. So that, Vietnam companies would be able to apply in their own companies.
